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RULES & REGULATIONS 

1.   Exhibitors must be 21 years old or younger to exhibit.  Adults may assist exhibit

 tors if needed.   

2. Calves may or may not be from the Cow-Calf class. 

3. Calves must be born after January 1, 2026.  Entries must be submitted by Fri-

day, July 10, 2026. 

4. Birthdate must be listed.  Tag # 

5.  Divisions are male and female only.  Steers will be shown with bull calves.  

Calves will be split by animal age. 

6. Calves must be halter broke. 

7.  Stalling on grounds for fair week is available for current Madison County 4-H/FFA 
exhibitors if registered under the exhibitors name.  If doing so, you must following 
normal arrival and release times.  Other Madison County residents may stall if 

space is available for a fee of $30/head. 

8. No ATV’s, golf carts, scooters, skid loaders or UTV’s will be driven on the fair-

grounds, except by fair board members. 

9. All trailers must enter through the Winterset Sale Barn entrance.  All calves must 

be shown off trailers from the sale barn parking lot in the designated area. 

10. Fitting is optional. 

11. All decisions of the judge will be final.
